Jerusalem Talmud, Kiddushin 48b
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Rabbi Hezkiya, Rabbi Cohen in the name of Rav: It is forbidden to
reside in a city that has no doctor, and where there is no bathhouse,
and where the beit din [court] does not flog and imprison. Rabbi
Yosi ben Rabbi Bon said: It is also forbidden to reside in a city
where there is no vegetable garden. Rabbi Hezkiya, Rabbi Cohen
in the name of Rav: In the future, a person will give a judgement
and an accounting over everything that his eye saw and he did not
eat. Rabbi Elazar feared these laws and invested his money in
order to eat from every kind once a year.
